DECISION
 Issue a number of policies to support semi-boarding student and ethnic minority semi-boarding school

In pursuant to Government Organization Law dated 25th December 2001


In pursuant to Education Law dated 14th June 2005

Consider the proposal by Minister for Education and Training, Minister for Internal Affairs, Minister for Finance

DECIDES:
         Article 1. Scope for adjustment and object

         This Decision regulates a number of policies support ethnic minority semi-boarding school, semi-boarding students at ethnic minority semi-boarding school and other general schools (at primary and lower secondary school) in socio-economic disadvantaged areas.

          Article 2. Terminology 
         1. Ethnic minority semi-boarding school is general, special school under national education system, is established for ethnic minority children and childrens of families who settle in socio-economic disadvantaged areas in order to create human resource for these areas.

General school is transferred into ethnic minority semi-boarding school when at least 50% of students at school are ethnic minority and at least 30% (for primary school), 50% (for primary cum lower secondary school and lower secondary school) are boarding student. These rates must be stable for 5 continuous years
          2. Boarding students who lives in socio-economic disadvantaged areas are allowed to stay at school for learning on weekdays because they can not go and fro school during a day.

          Article 3. Conditions for receiving support and policy
           1. Conditions for receiving support:
            a) Semi-boarding students are learning at ethnic minority semi-boarding school

            b) Semi-boarding students are learning at general schools in socio-economic disadvantaged areas which are ratified by concerned authorities.

c) Ethnic minority semi-boarding school in socio-economic disadvantaged areas which are ratified by concerned authorities

           2. Supporting policies:
          Semi-boarding student are entitled to following support:


a) Meal support: Semi-boarding student are provided with financial support  which is equal to 40% of  Government minimal salary level per month, but not over 9 months per school year; girl student receive one more financial support which is equal to 5% of  Government minimal salary level, not over 9 moths per school year
             b) Housing support: Semi-boarding students who have not housing at school are provided with financial support which is equal to 10% of Government minimal salary level, not over 9 moths per school year.     

            2. Ethnic minority semi-boarding school is supported:


a) To build boarding housing and other construction for living of semi-boarding students


b) To be equipped with labor instruments, sport instrument and other essential facilities to meet the requirement of education activities and entertainment of semi-boarding students.

            c)  To be provided with a medicine cabinet which include common medicine with edaquate quantity for disease prevention and using in unexpected emergency cases.

              Article 4. Financial resource, manage and use financial resource

1. Financial resources to implement these policies are guaranteed by local budget, taken from budget for education and training which are allocated in the annual budget.


2. Management, usage and liquidation of these financial supports follow current regulation of Government Budget Law
            Article 5. Implementation
       
1. Ministry of Education and Training is responsible for following duties:


a) Take the lead, coordinate with Ministry of Finance, Ministry of Planning and Investment to direct, guide localities to implement policies on supporting semi-boarding students and ethnic minority semi-boarding schools.

b) Monitor, evaluate, and consolidate implementation nationwide to report Prime Minister annually


2. Ministry of Finance is responsible for following duties:

a) Allocate regular budget to implement policies on supporting semi-boarding students and ethnic minority semi-boarding schools, submit the plan for allocating budget to provinces to Government;


b) Provide guideline to localities in managing, providing, liquidating budget on supporting semi-boarding students and ethnic minority semi-boarding schools.


c) Take the lead; coordinate with Ministry of Education and Training and concerned ministries, agencies to check the local usage of budget.


3. Ministry of Planning and Investment is responsible for the following duty:


Allocate budget for basic construction to implement policies on supporting semi-boarding students and ethnic minority semi-boarding schools then submit to Government for ratifying.


4. Central-level City/Provincial People’s Committees are responsible for following duties:

           a) Direct City/Provincial Education, concerned agencies, District People’s Committee make network planning, develop plan for developing ethnic minority semi-boarding school at the local;


b) Direct developing plan and ratify plan for receiving semi-boarding student from general schools to come ethnic minority semi-boarding schools as a background for developing budget plan and implement the policies;

c) Mobilize local resource, domestic and international organization to support semi-boarding students and ethnic minority semi-boarding schools.

d) Provide guideline, support the policy implementation in line with their jurisdiction, ensure policies stipulated in this Decision


e) Submit annual report to concerned agencies according to current regulation

          Article 6.  Effectiveness and implementation
          1. This Decision take effect since ………………….2010.
