Minutes

The meeting focused on i) Updated Situation  ii) The need of conducting Joint Assessment field trip after the DurianTyphoon.

Following information exchanges and discussion, the following were noted:
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1. Updated Information by Mr. Tu, NDM partnership:

Damages affected by Durian Typhoon:

· 98 people died and 1,770 injured

· Collapsed housed 200,000 in which 34,000 fully collapsed 

· 853 class rooms collapsed

· 808 boats and ships sunk

Govt. CCFSC organized a meeting in the morning of 7/12/2006 in HCMC with participation of Prime Minister Nguyen Tan Dung. The Prime Minister said Govt. will reserve 150 bil. VND  to support Durian typhoon affected areas

USAID also supported 100,000  $ US to Durian typhoon affected areas through IFRC. VNRC/IFRC supported  1600 household kits and 500 Mil. VND in cash to households in 5 provinces affected by typhoon, 2.4 ton of rice and 500 boxes of instant noodle, clothes and medecines





2. Joint Assessment

Joint Assessment of damages and needs is needed because:

· Share expertise (from various fields such as child protection, water and sanitation, shelter, Education, etc.)

· Costly (restrict the number of evaluation teams)

· Fill the data gaps that the Govt. system could not provide

· Save time for staff in various organization

· Help people mitigate on time

· Provide concerned information to donors (last time Oxfam raised 200,000 for mitigation activities from donors, based on the RJA report)

Oxfam and Care International assigned its staff traveling to Ben Tre and Tien Giang provinces to conduct the damage and needs assessment during 7 – 10/12/06. Save Children UK also jointed the mission.

Ms. Tran Tu Anh – NLRC will contact Binh Thuan provinces for updated damages and needs.

A Joint Assessment Report will combine those above information, the report from the said team for Ben Tre and Tien Giang and information collected for Binh Thuan.
