Main Ideas discussed
1. Opening speech by Vice Minister Hoc, who emphasized the importance of timely assistance to victims of Storm no. 4 and thanked all representatives for their participation in the meeting.
2. Ms. Setsuko Yamazaki, on behalf of the UN Natural Disasters and Emergencies Programme Coordination Group (PCG 10) briefly introduced the PCG in the context of One UN and presented the objectives of the meeting.

3. Mr. Vinh, from PACCOM, expressed his gratitude for organizing the meeting and indicated the coordinating role of PACCOM in terms of INGOs response to the disaster. The fact that 11 provinces were affected by the disaster and all of them need some extent of assistance was stressed by PACCOM’s representative.

4. As facilitator of the DMWG, Mr. Provash Mondal (Oxfam) presented the emergency response mechanisms put in motion right after the storm and what were the steps to ensure the quality of the Rapid Joint Assessments in the provinces.

5. Mr. Tuan, National Manager of the NDMP, Vietnamese institution responsible for information sharing and supporting donor coordination, presented Official update from the GoV on damage caused by storm No. 4 & relief activities. See presentation at http://www.ccfsc.org.vn/ndm-p/

10. Questions & Answers: the relevance of disaggregated data and gender sensitive information was pointed out by UNIFEM representative who congratulated JAT for their efforts in this regard. The need to analyze lessons learned from this storm (NDMP), the relevance of clear information and needs/gaps analysis (IFRC) and the importance of the efficient early warning mechanism (IRIN) were some of the issues discussed by the participants.
11. NDMP representative stated that GoV will do its upmost to avoid any Vietnamese going hunger due to the disaster.
12. In the closing remarks, Vice Minister Hoc GoV appreciated the importance of the meeting, reminding that GoV has been very active since the beginning of the emergency. International support is welcomed to assist provincial authorities in most affected areas. According to Dr. Hoc, this disaster has proved the importance of Community Based Disaster Risk Management (CBDRM) strategies. Disaster Management Centre (DMC), in MARD, will be tasked to prepare a master plan on CBDRM. Evacuation plans must be prioritized in mid-long term
