Item 5: Review Core member list, coordination role for next 6 months

There are six core members of DMWG, which  are WHO, NGO RC, Oxfam, UNDP, Red Cross/ IFRC and School of Public health.

There are two proposals from NDMP and CARE to become core members. DMWG accepted these proposals, and now the total number of core member is eight.

DMWG group is an informal and voluntary forum; core members take responsibilities of facilitating the forum. Oxfam has been facilitating DMWG since last 6 months and asked other core members to take responsibilities. But it found that other core members were not ready at this moment to take lead for facilitating for next six month. Therefore, Oxfam has agreed to continue to facilitate the DMWG till December 2007.
