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World Bank, Vietnam signs investment in reforming and upgrading Vietnam’s education system

Hanoi, August 21, 2009 – The World Bank and the Government of Vietnam today signed two credits in the Education Sector totaling US$ 177 million.  The first operation under the Higher Education Development Policy Program will help strengthen governance, rationalize financing improve, quality assurance and enhance transparency in public financial management in Vietnam’s higher education sector. The School Education Quality Assurance Program will help improve the quality of primary education by increasing instructional time in the classroom and improving school and teaching environments. 

Addressing the signing ceremony, Victoria Kwakwa, the World Bank Country Director for Vietnam said “Further progress in  access to, and quality of education and training at all levels s critical for achieving Vietnam’s development objectives and in particular its objective to join the ranks of middle-income countries”. 

Of the amount, US$ 50 million will support reforms in Vietnam’s Higher Education Sector. 

 “This new program will support the development of a modern higher education system, where universities and colleges have greater managerial autonomy but are also required to be more accountable for the quality of the services they provide,” said Jeffrey Waite, World Bank Lead Education Specialist for Vietnam. 

The remaining amount of US$ 127 million will finance investment in Vietnam’s School Education Quality Assurance Program, which supports the Government's full-day schooling reform program. It will help improve the policy framework, human resources, and school facilities and resources for the implementation of the program.  It will support the preparation and implementation of a second phase of transition to FDS focused on the 35 most disadvantaged provinces and within these the most disadvantaged districts and schools
