Monitoring survey among men at Entertainment Establishments

PSI/Vietnam

Background

Population Services International (PSI) Vietnam is currently implementing a comprehensive Behavior Change Communication (iBCC) program for over a year. The program targets male clients of SWs with the objective of promoting safer sexual behaviors (increase in consistent condom use, reduction in multiple partnerships) and increased use of HIV prevention products (male condoms) and services (VCT). The program is implemented in the 7 PEPFAR priority provinces: An Giang, Can Tho, Ha Noi, Hai Phong, Nghe An, Quang Ninh, and Ho Chi Minh City. The iBCC intervention includes interpersonal communication (IPC) sessions and events at beer halls (quán bia) and popular restaurants (quán nhậu) where men who are potential male clients of SWs often socialize together and the outdoor IEC materials such as billboards and bus stops.

PSI is planning to implement quarterly surveys to monitor the exposure to PSI BCC work and the change in behavioral determinants among the target group. The first round is expected to happen in October-November 2009.

Objectives

PSI will conduct a monitoring survey to measure: 

· Exposure among target audiences to PSI iBCC intervention activities

· Trends of key behavioral determinants for consistent condom use with SWs

· At the national level, the study will compare recall of exposure to PSI activities between clients and non-clients in order to assess the efficiency of IPC profiling.  

Study population and Methodology

· The study will be conducted at all the 18 urban districts of the 7 PEPFAR provinces (listed above in background) where iBCC activities are implemented. The total sample size of the study is 342 men at beer halls and popular restaurants (EEs), 19 males per district.

· The sampling will be done independently for each district as following: 

· 19 EEs will be randomly selected from the list of EEs where PSI intervention activities were conducted in the last 6 months

· 1 respondent will be recruited at each selected EE

Respondent Selection Criteria

· Men who have resided in the sample province for at least the past 6 months

· Has gone drinking in an EE in the sample district two or more times per month in the last 6 months (a total of at least 12 times in the last 6 months)

· 18-40 years old

· Currently visiting the EE alone or in male-only groups

Data Collection

The questionnaire will take about 10 minutes to administer verbally. Interviews will be conducted at the EEs. To ensure confidentially, interviews must be conducted in private where no one can observe or overhear. Men who are selected to participate in the survey must give informed consent prior to starting the interview. Participation in the study is voluntary, and all data collected must be kept confidential with no personal identifying information from the respondents.

All aspects of the fieldwork will be managed by the contracted research agency under the supervision of PSI/Vietnam research personnel.

Data entry

The agency will be responsible for entering all the completed questionnaires of the survey twice into separate databases by independent data entry personnel using Epidata. The two complete databases will be compared against one another and inconsistencies will be checked against the paper questionnaires to ensure the utmost accuracy of the final dataset. The final dataset will be provided in SPSS with all variables and values labeled in English.
