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“There is only one waste bin, which is 
very far away. That’s why people prefer 
to throw the rubbish into the river. There 
should be a waste bin in front of  
every house for people to use instead 

of throwing into the river.”

“Sometimes adults listen to us,  
sometimes they don’t. We want them to 
listen to us so we talk to them politely. 
We are happy when adults listen to us 
and do as we suggest. We would be 
very happy to see someone listen to 
us.”

“When they find a hill, people would 
cut half of the trees down for rice  
plantation. And when they could sell 
all the rice, they would cut the rest of 
the trees down in the following year 
because they just want more money. 
I want to tell the adults that half is 
enough. They have earned enough for 
their needs, so they should stop.”

“I believe that children have a right to 
be heard and we have good ideas that 
people should listen to.”
