(vnfej.vn) On the 1% February 2010the Executive Secretaryf the United Nations Framework
Convention orClimate Change (UNFCCC), Mivo de Boer announcetthat 55 countriesvhich have
been responsibléor major emissions of carbon diade (CO2)causing thegreenhousegaseffect have
submitted national action plamo copewith climate changéollowing the fixed deadline

Accordingto Mr. Boer,thosecountriesincluding the United States, European Union (EU), Japan, China
and other rich countries submitted the national actiorspadNFCCC at 2400 on 3 January 2010
thedeadline given byhe Summit on @ate Change in Copenhagen, Denmark (COP15)

These plans mainly reiterated the commitments to reduce
greenhouse gas emissions from now to 20&Bich were
announced beforgtartingthe Copenhageconference.

At the official sessions of the UN summit on climatange UNFCCC COP15 in Copenhagen,
Denmark, on December 2009, NG@sm all over the world also organized sigeents as well as
participated in the summit as observers to give opinions or suggest solutions to governments.

Below is the interview with a repsentative of Viethnamese NGOs participating in COPMs. Vu Thi
Bich Hop, Executive Director of the Centre for Sustainable Rural DevelopmemMiGOs activities
during and after COP15

Q: Representing Vietnamese NGOs (VNGOSs) to participate in the GO
what is your message to COP?15

A: Climate change (CC) is causingreversible impacts to Vietnam,
particularly to the poor and marginalised communities in remote or diffi
areas.CC can destroy all effortef economic, social and environment:
devebpment of Vietnam, such as the results of the Poverty Allevia
Program and The Millennium Development Goals (MDi@)particular, the
remote and marginalized communities and the patwo are already
struggling for their livelihoodsnay become&ven poore

VNGOs have been working for years with all their enthusiasm and
financial resources to support marginalised and poor communitie
enhance knowledge on CC and contribute to environmental protection Ms. Vu Thi Bich Hop
mitigation and adaptation ahe grassroat level. VNGOs have beer

focusing on building communitpased models on CC mitigation and adaptation to support local
sustainable livelihoods in specific regions, such as mountainous, coastal or extigfcely regions.

Q: During the summit, NGOs had drsified events. Please tell us about some noticeable events.

A: NGOs could only participate in the COP15 as observers. Therefore, on the one hand, we followed
closely the negotiation progress of the UNFCCC's sessions of government delegations. Onrthe othe
hand, by organizing and participating in many side events, NGOs requested that developed countries
give sufficient attention and hawmmediateaction plans to support developing countries in the fight
againstCC. For example, the Accra Caucus Forum wifie participation of NGOs representatives from

5 continents was organizethily at COP15 in order to update information from official sessions and
give specific commentsnd contributions to the Lonterm Cooperation Action Text (LCA Text)
relating tothe Reduction ofEmissions from Deforestation and Degradatibneyurgedgovernment to
support REDD which must tak into account benefits of the poor amtligenouspeople/ethnic
minorities

Q: Whatwere contributions of NGOs to COP15 and how
were those cdnbutions recognized by the governnignt

A: NGOs participated largely in and had active
contributions to COP15. NGOs’ contributions, in particular
our research on CC impacts and especially working
experiences at the grassedevel on REDD and CC
adaptan, were highly appreciated by government
delegations Nonetheless, some demonstratiomsid by
international NGO alliances were not accepted and as a
result, NGOs representatives were not allowed to come to

Q: It seems that NGOs were not satisfied with the resul Phota Matthew McDermott

COP15. So after this summit, what would be NGOUs
activities ornext steps to cope with global CC?

A: Most NGOswere disappointed with the resalbf COP15 as there were no concrete commitspent
especially no legal binding agreemerior prograns or plars for the next period. However, the
Copenhagen Accorg¢an be considered as a preliminary

agreement for the countries to continue negotiations. From

the NGO perspective, after COP15, NGOs will aane to

work closely together to share experiences and develop

action plans for the future, for instance, the plan toward

COP16 which will take place in the late 2010 in Mexico.

Moreover, NGOs will keep up with research on CC

impacts, CC policies and pragnsto beimplementedat

national, regional and international levels. Last but not

least, NGOs will continue to strengthen our experience Slogans of protestors durir@OP15
working with local communities to enhance pecple Phota Greenpeace International
knowledge on CC and help thatavelopplans and models

on commuity-based CC adaptatiofror example: models for specific regions suchaesas prone to
drought,floods saline intrusioras well as actively contribute to implemimgtthe UN— REDD program
in Vietnam.

How to cool the Earth?
(www.khoahoc.com.vn Being disappointed with the resaltof COPL5, scientists are looking for

initiatives to cool the Earth. Below are noticeable initiatives in the world:
1- Spraying sulphate into the atmosphere

Volcanic eruptions release huge amounts of sulphate particles into
the upper atmosphere, where they reflect sunlight. After Mount
Pinatubo erupted in 1991, sulphates reflected enough sunlight to
cool the Earth by).5C for a year or two. The Nobel Laureate Paul
Crutzen suggested in 2006 that it may be possible to inject artificial
sulphate particles into the upper atmospherthe stratosphere.
However, the idea does not address ocean acidification caused by
rising CO2 levels. There may be sidfects such as acid rain and
adverse effects on agriculture.

2- Planting of plain leaved trees

The ®lectionandgenetic modification otertaintypesof trees to
make their leaves moemooth and poligd for betterreflection of

solar rag into space and therefore, keep the earth cooler. Volcano sprays sulfur into the atmosge

3- Creating of artificial white cloud

The Earth surface can be kept cool if it is covered by clouds, especially white clouds whicHecan ref
sunlightbetter.John Latham of the United &es National Centre for Atmospheric Research in Boulder,
Colorado is working with Stephen Salter of Edinburgh University and Mike Smithegis to atomise
seawater to produce tiny droplets to form dewvel maritime clouds that cover part of the oceanic
surface. The only raw material is seawater and the process can be quickly turned off. The cloud cove
would only affect the oceans, but still lower global temperatures.

4- Fertilising the sea with iron filings

This idea arises from the fact that the limgtifactor in the multiplication of phytoplanktertiny marine
plants— is the lack of iron salts in the sea. When scientists add iron to "dead" areas of the sedf the resu
is a phytoplankton bloom which absorbs CO2. The hope is that carbon taken up mjctbscopic

plants will sink to deep layers of the ocean, and be taken out of circulation. Experiments dwpport t
idea, but blooms may be eaten by animals so carbon returns to the atmospherelagi@d@ngterm,

it can also cause ocean acidificatio

5- Carbon capture and storage

This technology has been used for years to captures CO2 from the exhaust gases of power plants anc
stores it underground:here are three main stefos carbon capture and storage (CCSjrapping and
separating the CO2dm other gases, transporting this captured CO2 to a storage location, and storing
that CO2 far away from the atmosphere (underground or deep in the ocean).

6- Growing algae to absorb COZemitted in the cities

Algae can be growed in phetmoreactors to aworb CO2 and then produce Higel. This methodge
contributes to reduce the dependence on mineral fuel.
